Floors should be dry mopped. Spills should be cleaned with a damp dish rag.
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ONLY Painters tape or 3M Command products may be used to hang decorations.

L All decorations should be taken down and removed from the center.
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Any damages to the building, equipment or furniture must be replaced to its original state.

L Return the Key to the drop box located in the front door of City Hall (615 Sunnyside St.).

To use the Handicap accessible door the door must first have the push bar locked. To do this, use the Allen
head tool (located in the first drawer in the kitchen), depress the push bar and use the Allen wrench to lock
the bar into place. Turn the switch located at the top of the door to Auto.
